“Yet the family of Israel says, ‘The behaviour of the Lord is not fair.’ Are the ways in which I behave not fair,
family of Israel? Are your ways not the ones that are unfair?

80 “Therefore, family of Israel, I shall judge each of you according to his conduct,” declares the Lord GOD.
